KEYNOTE SPEAKERS

Allen Kanner, Ph.D., is an activist, author, and child and family
psychologist who has been fighting the commercialization of
childhood since the early 1990s. He is co-editor of Psychology
and Consumer Psychology: The Struggle for a Good Life in a
Materialistic World and Ecopsychology: Restoring the Earth,
Healing the Mind, and is a founder of the Campaign for a
Commercial-Free Childhood. In 1997, Utne Reader recognized

him as one of the nation’s leading psychotherapist activists.

Sarah Conn, Ph.D., is a clinical psychologist with a private
practice in Arlington, MA. She is a co-founder of the
Ecopsychology Institute and was a Lecturer on Psychology

at the Harvard Medical School, Cambridge Hospital for

20 years. She wrote “When the Earth Hurts, Who Responds?:
Self, Responsibility and Psychotherapy” in Ecopsychology and
“Living in the Earth: Ecopsychology, Health and Psychotherapy.”

Steve Chase, Ph.D., is the founder and director of the
Environmental Advocacy and Organizing Program at
Antioch University New England. He teaches courses in
environmental activism, organizing social movements and
campaigns, organizational leadership, and environmental
justice.
